Nikos Kazantzakis  

Nikos Kazantzakis 
(1883 - 1957) 

   One of the most important Greek writers, poets and 
philosophers of the 20th century, was born in Iraklion in 
1883. In 1906 he graduated from the Athens Law School 
and continued his studies in Paris (1907-1909). During 
the Balkan Wars he fought as a volunteer in the Greek 
Army. After the Wars he travelled to many European 
and Asian countries, publishing travelogues from his 
trips. 

Kazantzakis, much more of a philosopher than a writer, 
was deeply influenced by the writings of Nietzsche  and 
Bergson , and the philosophies of Christianity , Marx-

ism  and Buddhism . 

  Among his writings include,  "Askitiki", the main work of his philosophy;  
Odyssey: A modern sequel, continuing Ulysses's story from the point 
where Homer leaves off;  Zorba the Greek;The Last Temptation of Christ; 
Freedom and Death; The Greek Passion;and his autobiography Report to 
Greco. His book, The Last Temptation of Christ, was considered quite con-
troversial when first published in 1955, and prompted angry reactions from 
both the Roman Catholic Church which banned it, and from the Greek Or-
thodox Church which tried to excommunicate him.  
 
On June 28, 1956, in Vienna, he was awarded the International Peace 
Award.  He died in 1957 in Germany and is buried on one of the bastions 
of the Venetian fort surrounding Iraklion, Martinego . 
In the Historical Museum of Crete there is a room devoted to Nikos Kazant-
zakis. His desk, library, some of his personal belongings as well as manu-
scripts of many of his works are displayed.  A complete picture of Nikos 
Kazantzakis life and work can also be acquired by a visit to the Nikos Ka-
zantzakis Museum in Myrtia.

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COMMUNITY SERVICE WORK 

   On Martin Luther King Jr. Day on 
January 18th, Clyde Carter joined a 
group sponsored by Plowshare to 
work on an African American ceme-
tery near Lincoln Terrace School that 
has been neglected for many years.   

   A newspaper article in the Roanoke Times dated December 23, 
2008, says that more than 325 burials have been documented, 
but òmore than 1,000 people found their last resting place in Spring-
wood Burial Park in Roanoke's Lincoln Terrace neighborhood between 
1937 and 1979. Weeds have since overtaken the private graveyard for 
blacks, but Roanoker Robert Bird is leading a charge to recapture 
Springwood. Working with Rena Worthen of the Botetourt Genealogy 
club and her mother, Margarette Tynan, he has amassed data on more 
than 325 of Springwood's dead.ò 

   Clyde joined a group of approximately 16 people equally divided 

between Caucasians and African Americans to put some order to this 

cemetery.  Chain saws and machetes were the main tool of the day and 

about 96% of the cemetery was made usable again.  There are still 

many sunken places and it is hoped that in April, many of these old 

graves can be filled in and new grass seed sown. 

    While Clyde took his only break of the day, a gentleman from the 

community told him that his parents were buried there.  His parents 

had died relatively young, along with one of his siblings, leaving be-

hind two young grandchildren.  They made out even though it was dif-

ficult.  He appreciated the work being done to rehabilitate the ceme-

tery. 

    Clyde pointed out that it is the human contact during such projects 

that really matterðhe was able to talk with this gentleman and came 

away knowing that his work was important to this man and to the com-

munity.  

    Thanks to Clyde and to all who become involved in community pro-

jectsðwork that is many times anonymous to all, but those you touch.
