PASTOR MARY’S PONDERINGS 

  . 
 Every once in a while we have an opportunity to participate in 
a denomination -wide event that furthers the work of the church at 

large, gleans thoughts and opinions from churches in every district 
on an important issue, AND strengthens the local congregation in the 

process!  Such an opportunity is before us, and Iôm excited that our 

Church Board agreed that our congregation will participate as invited 
and requested.  

  One of the most important and potentially divisive issues for 
our denomination ïas for many other denominations ï is that of ho-

mosexuality.  A query and a statement related to homosexuality 
came to Annual Conference in 2009.  The Conference identified these 

items as matters of such controversial nature that they referred them 

to a special response process which would be developed and then be 
sent out to congregations for more thoughtful discussion and dia-

logue than discussion on the Conference floor would likely allow.  
The committee has completed its work, and pastors have been given 

the outline for the eight sessions, which are to begin after Annual 

Conference 2010, and completed by early fall, so that reports from 
the various districts can be brought to the 2011 Annual Conference 

as business.  I am very impressed with the low -key tone of the 
planned sessions, which allows for scriptural reflection, prayer, shar-

ing as participants desire, considering questions,  with guidelines for 
sharing ï not to convince or expound, but to talk of our own experi-

ences and hear the experiences of others as they wish to share.  The 

Biblical passages for each session are intended to ñchallenge our 
thinking, reflect concerns raised in the statement and query, explore 

how Christians of passionate faith and deep commitment to Godôs 
Word can perceive different prioritiesé.[as we] seek the mind of 

Christ for our life together.ò [ Introduction to the Process]    Drs. Rich Gard-

ner and Dan Ulrich, of Bethany Theological Seminary, assisted the 
committee in preparing the historical and literary context for the Bib-

lical passages in the study, which are around building community, 
understanding the life and teachings of Jesus as well as ways to deal 

with controversial issues in the church.  Only two sessions of the 

eight focus on homosexuality.

We will begin our process on Sunday, July 11, at 9:30 am.  
Every member and frequent attender is STRONGLY urged to at-

tend.  The two adult Sunday School classes will suspend their 
individual classes so we can experience this process as a whole 

congregation.  IF you have never, or rarely attended Sunday 

School, please make the extra effort needed to join your  sisters 
and brothers in this special process.  It will enhance our church 

community and offer insights that we will share with the wider 
church from our listening and learnings.  No one will be forced 

to share and all of us will likely grow in our listening and dis-

cerning skills ï gifts for ourselves and our congregation for 
tough issues we may face in the future.     

 The dates are these:   July 11, 18, 25, August 1, then a 
break until September 5, 12, 19 and 26.  All will be at 9:30 am 

Sunday mornings, with a bit of a break before worship at 11, so 
you only have to get dressed once!   

 Background papers will be provided, though you can at-

tend without preparation, if desired.  This process is not fo-
cused on teaching as much as listening to each other.  IF YOU 

HAVE NEVER OR RARELY ATTENDED SUNDAY SCHOOL, PLEASE 
MAKE A SPECIAL EFFORT TO ATTEND AS MANY OF THESE SES-

SIONS AS YOU CAN.  It is critical that as many as possible par-

ticipate in these sessions.  I can guarantee you wonôt regret it!   

 If you would like to check out the process ahead of time, 

see me for a copy, or go to www.brethren.org/ac .  The process 
sums up its invitation by stating that ñOur study will help culti-

vate an atmosphere of respect and understanding for whatever 
controversial issues we face.ò  It will help us ñon matters where 

we are not of one mind to let the Holy Spirit draw us together 

to be of one heart.ò Now what congregation or person canôt 
benefit from that?   

          Yes, I know it will take some sacrificial reordering of pri-
orities for many of us; yet, I also know that we will be blessed 

personally and as a congregation when we do!

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Admiral Mike Mullen  

Chairman of Joint Chiefs of Staff  

 

Admiral Mullen was sworn in as the 17th Chairman of 
the Join Chiefs of Staff on October 1, 2007.  He serves as 
the principal military advisor to the president, the Secre-
tary of Defense, the National Security Council and the 
Homeland Security Council. 
 
A native of Los Angeles, he graduated from the U.S. Na-
val Academy in 1968. 
 
He commanded three ships: the gasoline tanker USS 
Noxubee, the guided missile destroyer USS Goldsborough, and the guided 
missile cruiser USS Yorktown. 
 
As a flag officer, Mullen commanded Cruiser-Destroyer Group 2, the George 
Washington Battle Group and the U.S. 2nd Fleet/NATO Striking Fleet At-
lantic. 
 
Ashore he has served in leadership positions at the Naval Academy, in the 
Navyõs Bureau of Personnel, in the Office of the Secretary of Defense and on 
the Navy Staff.  He was the 32nd Vice Chief of Naval Operations from Au-
gust 2003 to October 2004.  His last operational assignment was as com-
mander, NATO Joint Force Command Naples/Commander, U.S. Naval 
Forces Europe.  Mullen is a graduate of the Advanced Management Program 
at the Harvard Business School and earned a Master of Science degree in 
Operations Research from the Naval Postgraduate School. 
 
In addition to these accomplishments, on July 15, 2008, Chairman Mullen 
inaugurated an eight room school for girls in the village of Pushkar in the 
heart of Afghanistan.  Here is his quote: 
 
òHistorically, we have been far too arrogant in the world.   We need to go 

out and serve with humilityé 
 

The Muslim community is a subtle world we donõt fullyñand donõt al-

ways attempt toñunderstand.  Only through a shared appreciation of the 

peopleõs culture, needs, and hopes for the future can we hope ourselves to 

supplant the extremist narrative.  We cannot capture hearts and minds.  

We must engage them: we must listen to them, one heart and one mind at 

a timeñovertime.ó
