The following
update is from Pastor Gary Clem:

"The rebuilding process continues to move forward at Shiloh. As of this date
the site has been prepared, the blocks have been laid, the power has been
placed underground, trees have been removed, the rough plumbing has been
put in place, the PanelCraft building is being manufactured in Columbus, Ohio
and hopefully it will be underoof by the end of May. The pews have been or-
dered from a firm in Oklahoma and will arrive in mid July. All the flooring has
been selected by the committee assigned that task. Furnishings for the
kitchen are now being selected. Our contractor is working closely with World
Vision and they are supplying, at no cost, much of the materials and other fur-
nishings that we need. The coils have been installed for the radiant heat and
the floor will be poured April 15th.

We have been so richly blessed by the outpouring of support from churches
and individuals both near and far. The Church at Shiloh wishes to express our
sincere gratitude and heartfelt thanks to all who have supported us with your
prayers and your gifts as we strive to rebuild and continue the work of Jesus in

Indian study found that eating two bananas a
day can lower blood pressure
by 10 percent. That's be-
cause bananas provide plenty
of potassium and barely any
sodium. This winning combi-
nation keeps your blood
pressure under control. It
also gives bananas the Food
and Drug Administration
(FDA) seal of approval. The
FDA allows banana producers
to make the following health
claim: "Diets containing foods that are a good
source of potassium and that are low in sodium
may reduce the risk of high blood pressure and
stroke.

Indian legend says a banana -- not an apple --
was the fruit offered to Adam in the Garden of
Eden, so bananas are called the "fruit of para-
dise" in India. Whatever you call them, bananas
make a handy, portable, healthy snack. Just be
careful not to slip on the peel!
